Welcome and Introductions

The meeting was called to order at 3:07 pm, and the minutes were approved as presented.

Feedback from the Consumer Advisory Council
Chris Jones & Christine VanderWerf reported that the CAC met May 24th, and discussed items on the IAC and GB agendas.  Minutes from the meeting were included in the meeting materials distributed at today’s IAC meeting.  The report highlighted barriers that need to be considered when planning the implantation of the IAC’s workplan tasks.  These barriers include:

· Gaps in transportation availability between housing, employment and services

· Overall lack of housing available for mentally ill and chemically dependent individuals

· Need for job training resources

· Multiple case managers when moving from system to system (ideal to have one case manager linked to the individual or family)

Consent Agenda
Through three unanimously approved motions, the following recommendations of the Administrative Committee were approved by the IAC:

· Addition to the IAC of Barbara Hope, Executive Director of Eastside Domestic Violence Program and Michael Brown, Director of Community Projects for the Seattle Foundation.

· Authorization for staff to work on coordinating the fall round of 2163 funding with other funding cycles.

· Authorization to recruit and hire one half-time administrative assistant to support the Committee to End Homelessness staff and extend a contract to a consultant to expand the 2007 One Night Count.

Landlord / Services Provider Referrals and Partnerships
Humberto Alvarez and Paul Lambros summarized the scope of work for the IAC workplan project to facilitate the entry of homeless individuals and families into both non-profit and privately-owned existing housing stock.  Landlords, particularly in times of low vacancy rates and long waiting lists (for non-profit owned affordable housing) have little incentive to accept homeless households.  Standard practice background and credit checks automatically screen out households with a history of homelessness.  Yet, at least half of the homeless housing units called for in the Ten-Year Plan are to come from existing housing stock in the region.  Success in securing units of existing housing for homeless households will depend on the ability of housing providers and service provider to form agreements that ease entry requirements for housing while promising landlords an appropriate level of supportive services for the household in order to assist them in maintaining housing.

A workgroup of existing stakeholders from the population committees and at least two IAC members was proposed, with assistance from contracted staffing support, to advance this initiative.  Work has already begun and successful models from other communities have been identified.  In addition, there are a few small programs currently operating that may be appropriate to expand.

IAC members commented on the importance of this initiative in light of the significant number of units called for in the Ten-Year Plan to be secured from the existing housing stock.  In addition, it was suggested that the workgroup develop specific projections of how many units may be realistic to obtain through this method, with periodic benchmarks to track progress.  IAC members also commented on the importance of building on existing programs, tempered with a hope that in time these partnerships would exist across the system and not be limited to one program operated by one primary agency.

The IAC agreed by consensus to move forward with this initiative, and to authorize the steering committee to identify the proper stakeholders to participate and the appropriate staffing/consultant model to use, with authorization to use 2163 funds for consultant services.

Discharge / Re-entry Planning
A series of related presentation were made by Tom Carr, Reed Holtgeerts, Tom Tierney and Amnon Shoenfeld regarding re-entry issues facing individuals existing the criminal justice, mental health and/or hospital systems.  Prevention and diversion were key strategies presented as ways to decrease the numbers of individuals becoming involved with these systems.  For those entering the system, several methods are being discussed to limit an individual’s time spent within the system, thereby decreasing the number of barriers encountered when existing.  Finally, strategies are needed to reduce recidivism.  Appropriate supportive permanent housing is considered a key to this effort.

An existing workgroup is meeting with the goal of producing a plan for a pilot project for discharge/diversion with a special emphasis on persons involved with the criminal justice system who are mentally ill or have co-occurring disorders.  The intent is to have a project concept ready by August so as to be ready to respond to the state RFP for 2163 funds.  IAC members also suggested that the juvenile justice system be included in the planning for this project as strategies for youth may differ from those developed for adults.

The IAC agreed by consensus to move forward with this initiative including authorization to expend 2163 funds on consultant services.
2007 Washington State Legislative Agenda
Sandy Brown provided an update on recent committee work to include CEHKC initiatives into the Governor’s Proposed 2007 State Budget.  A state-wide conference of committees to end homelessness provided an excellent opportunity to craft key state-wide messages to provide to the Governor and Legislature.  Planning is underway for a breakfast to be held on October 12th for the King County delegation of State Legislators, focusing on homelessness issues and appropriate areas for State involvement and funding.

IAC members agreed to table until the July meeting a discussion that was begun regarding the need to seek funding for development and maintenance of local Homeless Management Information Systems (HMIS, a.k.a. Safe Harbors), and the question of whether state or local 2163 funds are available.
Public Awareness Committee Report
David Okimoto requested input from IAC members on the utility of hosting Community Forums across King County to (1) provide community education regarding homelessness and (2) collect qualitative data on community perceptions and awareness.  Referencing recent issues regarding the siting of new homeless housing units, IAC members agreed that this was a critical step in order to pave the way for the thousands of new housing units called for by the plan.  It was suggested that the forums also include local jurisdictions where land-use siting regulations may hinder homeless housing development.  The Public Awareness Committee will develop a draft program to bring back to the IAC and Governing Board in the near future.

Public Comment
Bill Kirlin-Hacket invited all in attendance to participate in the Creating the Political Will to End Homelessness 6 event on Saturday, June 10, at Mt. Zion Baptist Church.
