· Prevent repeated episodes of homelessness among formerly homeless families by targeting families who have previously been homeless, and are at risk of becoming homeless again, with supportive services, rental assistance and other assistance to help them become more stable and self sufficient.

· Provide supportive housing to families exiting homelessness.  Families would be rapidly housed using the housing first model.  Services would not have time limits, and would include in-depth assessment of family needs, and access to a significant level of services to address wide-ranging needs, and rental subsidies as needed.  
Initial ideas for workplan activities that Families Committee members might pick up for the first year – ie, coordination of rental assistance – to streamline access to services and make our housing system work better.
