1. Funding: Options to secure additional revenue, best use of existing, opportunities to “braid” funding / release joint RFP’s.
2. Discharge/Re-entry Planning: How to ensure that people aren’t discharged into homelessness (ie, from jails, foster care, mental health institutions, hospitals, etc.) 
3. Coordinated Entry:  Streamline the system by which people access services/housing to be more streamlined, efficient and user-friendly 

4. Landlord/Service Provider Partnership Project: increase access to affordable and market-rate housing by working with landlords and service providers to address screening criteria, tenant supports, and other barriers to housing.
5. Shelter to Housing Transition Plan: Identify how and when to move our housing and homeless response away shelter and transitional programs and towards permanent housing (with services as needed.)  (Note: A task force is currently preparing recommendations to submit to the IAC).
6. Outcomes/Goals: Appropriate outcomes and indicators by which we will measure progress in implementing the Ten-Year Plan
